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Crime Briefing: 
Year to date violent crimes are down six percent, 

property crimes are down four percent, and we have 

seen a four percent decrease in crime overall. Grand 

theft autos showed the most significant change, down 

24 percent. Robbery is down five percent and assaults 

are down six percent. 

 

 
 
Current Crime Trends: 

This deployment period shows an increase in 

burglaries, robberies, and aggravated assaults.  

BTFVôs, GTAôs, thefts and grand theft persons 

showed a decrease, for a total decrease in crime of 

about 8%. 

 

This period we had a gang related homicide on Laurel 

Canyon south of Roscoe.  The victim was a sixteen 

year old resident of Sun Valley and attended Poly High 

School.  The victim was confronted by a male 

Hispanic.  Following a brief conversation, the suspect 

produced a handgun and fired several rounds at the 

victim striking him multiple times.   

A suspect has been identified and an arrest is 

imminent.   
 

There were two hot prowls where the suspect was 

surprised by a resident in the house.  The other 

burglaries were completed through an open or 

unlocked window or door.

During this period there was a major increase in 

aggravated assaults.  Last period we had three 

incidents compared to 12 this period.  Burglaries are 

up 50% and Robberies are up 40%.  On the positive 

side, grand theft autos were down 50% and burglary 

theft from vehicles were down 20%.  Overall there 

was a 14% decrease in total crime compared to last 

period.

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Crime Tips:

Burglary/theft from motor vehicles has decreased 50%.  

There was a slight increase in burglaries.  Grand theft 

autos have increased 133% and robberies have 

increased 75%.  There were no homicides this period 

or last period.  There was one rape reported last period 

and none this period.

Crime Tips: 

Please remember to remove all valuables from your 

vehicles.  IPODS and portable GPS devices are some 

of the most commonly taken items from vehicles.  

Most are left on the windows or the dash boards of 

vehicles, making it extremely easy for thieves to 

remove from your car.  It only takes a second to 

remove from your car, but it will cost you hundreds of 

dollars to replace.   

Also remember to lock your doors and windows when 

leaving your home.  I have had several daytime 

residential burglaries over the last couple of months.  A 

good number of these burglaries were at unsecured 

homes, where suspects entered through open doors and 

windows. 

 

 
 
Current Crime Trends: 

The other "Elder Distraction" incident occurred two days 

later on August 8
th

 at approximately 7:00pm. Again the 

suspects posed as DWP employees. The victim 

allowed the suspect inside his residence and asked for 

identification. The victim's maid approached the 

suspect and demanded identification as well. The 

suspects became startled and abruptly left. Suspect-1 

was described as a male white, 6', 200 pounds, 20-30 

years of age. Suspect-2 was described as a male white, 

5' 6", 145 pounds, and 20-25 years of age. No vehicle 

was seen. Please keep your eyes and ears open, 

especially if somebody knocks on your door and 

identifies himself as a DWP employee. If this occurs 

and you do not see any uniform or identification from 

the suspects and they match the above description, this 

is a 911 phone call. Do not open the door. If you feel 

comfortable, tell the suspects to hold on and that you 

will be right back, and then call 911. Tell the 911 

operator that there are two people at your door asking 

to get into the house posing as city employees and the 

Senior Lead Officer told me to call 911 because they 

are "Elder Distraction" burglary suspects. This is a 

high priority call and we will drop just about 

everything to respond.
